As some of you may know, Purbrook Infant
School is moving across to Dolce Catering
Service after half term. They are currently in the
process of raising the parent accounts with
School Grid. This has raised a query with
parents who have children at both the Infant
School and the Junior School. Here is the advice
from SchoolGrid as to how to add an extra child
attending another school to your account
(please be aware that this is not something that
we can do for you):

To clarify, parents can have multiple children
enrolled in different schools under a single
SchoolGrid account, as the account is associated
with their email address.

If a parent with an existing SchoolGrid account
wishes to add another child from a different
school, the new school will need to create a
parent account for that parent in their
SchoolGrid system, entering the relevant details
along with the parent’s email address associated
with the existing SchoolGrid account. This will
then link the account to the respective pupil.

Once completed, parents can easily switch
between their children's accounts to make
preorders. To switch accounts, parents simply
need to log in to their SchoolGrid account and
select their child's name from the top right-hand
corner of the screen. If using a mobile device,
they would first need to click on the three lines in
the top right corner and then select the name
under 'Account.' A dropdown menu will appear,
listing all their registered children, allowing them
to switch between accounts.
